I have recently learned that a bill is being proposed for adoption by the Texas legislature to create a Collaborative Law statute that would apply to civil cases. A similar statute already exists for family law cases. Not everyone with a legal dispute wants to engage in a highly adversarial process that fans the flames.  Frankly, today in traditional litigation, everyone loses. Some of us want sound legal advice and someone to represent us in negotiating a resolution.
Collaborative Law is a voluntary process that already has a track record in the family law arena. If the Collaborative Law process breaks down, traditional litigation is still available. Collaborative Law may not be appropriate for every dispute, but shouldn’t I be entitled to choose for myself? I wonder whether the lawyers who oppose Collaborative Law are more worried about me or their fees.
I urge you to learn about Collaborative Law and to support the passage of a Collaborative Law statute.
